 21st Century is the world of technology.Without the modern technology, it is 

highly impossible to live in the world.  Everything is technology based now including 

Education, household work etc.  Today's children are facing multiple problems along 

with benefits of modern technologies due to use of these technologies. It may be 

physical, mental, personal, social etc. due to excessive exposure to technology. Some of 

the technologies accessed by our children are like computers, mobiles, smart phones 

and tablets, digital cameras, social medias, networks, several apps, Internet etc. This 

means some of our children who do not know how to tie their own shoes are brilliantly 

knows how to use these devices or technologies.

Some of the kids are inseparable from these devices like cellphones, 

internet and gaming systems because they are very dependent on them and spends 

every minute in gaming or online or text messages etc.  These activities may reduce 

their ability to socially interact with others in the society. According to one study, some 

of the kids are unable to voluntarily unplug themselves from using these technological 

devices even for 24 hours. Children are frustrated, feeling lonely, anxious and have 

heart problems like palpitations.Apart from all these problems, safety isthe biggest 

concern towards children today. 
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 As there are large number of chat rooms where predators can lure the children 

and take advantage of them or exploit them.

HUMAN TRAFFICKING IN INDIA

 Human trafficking otherwise known as modern slavery involves the use of force, 

fraud, or coercion to obtain some type of labor or commercial sex act against the will of 

the person trafficked. Traffickers may use violence, manipulation or false promises of 

well-paying jobs or romantic relationships to lure victims into being trafficked. 

Trafficking victims include men, women, and children of all ages, races, and 

nationalities. Whereas Section 37A of the Indian Penal Code says about trafficking of 

persons for physical exploitation or any form of sexual exploitation, slavery or practices 

similar to slavery, servitude and the forced removal of organs is prohibited The Immoral 

Traffic in Persons Act 1956 also prohibits the procuring, inducing or taking of a person 

for the purpose of prostitution whereas the Protection of Children from Sexual Offences 

Act 2A12 prohibits a range of sexual offences against children under the age of 

18.Examples can include a man trafficked into farm work or a woman trafficked into a 

servant. Whereas organ trafficking is when people are trafficked so their organs can be 

sold to be used into transplants.

 According to a report by Free a Girl Foundation, around 7AA-8AA children are 

stuck in the red light area of Nagpur, India and also According to a study by Reuters out 

of an estimated 2A million commercial prostitutes in India, 16 million women and girls 

are victims of sex trafficking. Well According to Legal Services in India also every hour 

four girls in India enter into prostitution, three of them against their will. The causes of 

human trafficking in India include gender discrimination, a vulnerability of the 

impoverished population and the desperation of the impoverished to support their 

families. Trafficking industries in India are taking advantage of the plight of India's 

disadvantaged and impoverished population for the benefit of others, as trafficking 

victims are rarely paid as they're promised.

 The victims in the process of trafficking in persons are abused and exploited in 

certain conditions which may result in short term and long term minor and severe 

psychological and physical attacks, diseases especially sexually transmitted diseases or 
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HIV viruses. This condition can even lead to the permanent disability and death. The 

direct consequences of human trafficking are aggression, depression, disorientation, 

alienation and difficulties in concentration. Many studies have shown that injuries and 

traumas acquired during the process of trafficking can last for a long period even after 

the person has become free from exploitation and this mainly occurs when the victim is 

not given with proper care and counsel. Even the rehabilitation process for the victims 

cannot be guaranteed for a certain result. Although the victims are brought out from the 

physical problems, the trauma and the psychological problems does not allow the victim 

to totally recover from the consequences. Some of the victims find it difficult to adapt to 

the normal lives that they previously carried out.

 The Constitution of India enlists three articles in the Constitution of India relating 

to this subject Article 23 which prohibits trafficking in human beings and beggar and 

other similar forms of forced labor and Article 39(e) and 39(f) which speaks that the 

health and strength of individuals are not abused and that no one is forced by the 

economic necessity to do work unsuited to their age or strength and that childhood and 

youth should be protected against exploitation.The National Commission for Protection 

of Child Rights (NCPCR) reported that the states of Manipur, Assam, Meghalaya and 

Nagaland and Arunachal Pradesh were the source of states in the North East from 

where children as young as five year olds were trafficked in the name of free education. 

Especially the destination states of these children were Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, Andhra 

Pradesh and Kerala. Poor parents were being lured by traffickers with high expectation 

of quality education for their childrenAccording to the data, 174 persons have been 

arrested for human trafficking in 2021 and 2A13 were charge-sheeted but none of them 

has been convicted, acquitted or discharged by the courts. Compared to other Union 

Territories, Delhi has the highest cases of human trafficking.In 2021, over 93 cases of 

human trafficking were registered as compared to 53 cases in 2A2A. According to senior 

officials the rise in cases is because of the Covid 'unlock'. As more businesses started to 

reopen agents and gangs started scouting for people and forced them into bonded labor 

or sexually exploited them. Many of the victims were pushed into domestic work and 

were rescued from residential areas.

 Sexual exploitation is noted as by far the most commonly identified form of 

human trafficking followed by forced labor. This may be the result of statistical bias were 

by the exploitation of women tends to be visible Because it is more frequently reported, 

sexual exploitation has become the most documented type of trafficking in aggregate 

statisticsand in comparisonother forms of exploitation are under-reported. Therefore, 

for cases of labor exploitation committed action is required from all competent labor 

authorities they must take an increased role in addressing this matter which until now 

has been mainly handled by police and immigration authorities



CYBER CRIMES IN E-COMMERCE  :

What is E-Commerce? 

E-commerce stands for electronic commerce which deals with the facilitation of 

transactions and selling of products and services online, that is, via the internet or any 

other telecommunications network . This involves the electronic trading of physical and 

digital goods, quite often encompassing all the trading steps such as online marketing, 

online ordering, e-payment for digital goods, online distribution and after-sales support 

activities

What is Cyber Crime? 

Cyber crime or Computer crime is a technique that employs Information 

Communication Technology (ICT) components like computer and communication 

equipment's etc. to harm the individual, trade, government and ICT infrastructure”.
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«  Phishing Attacks : Cyber criminals have been known to set up a replica website 

to a genuine that is used to collect information from the users of the sites.

«  Data Alteration or Theft:  It means making illegal changes or stealing data. 

«  Data diddling : It is the performing unauthorized modifications to data stored 

within the computer system

«  Web Jacking : In these kinds of offences the hacker gains access and control 

over the web site of another.

«  Computer Vandalism: It means deliberately destroying or damaging property 

of another. Thus computer vandalism may include within its purview any kind of 

physical harm done to the computer of any person. 

«  Man in the Middle Attacks : This attack attempts to insert the attacker in the 

middle of a communication for purposes of intercepting a client's data and 

modifying them before discarding them or sending them out to the real 

destination

«  Salami Attacks : This kind of crime is normally prevalent in the financial 

institutions or for the purpose of committing financial crimes

«  Denial of Service Attacks (DoS) : It aims at denying or degrading the quality 

of a legitimate user's access to a service or network resource.

«  Malware Attacks : They are malicious software or programs that hinder normal 

computer operations through Worms, virus and Trojans.

«  Theft and Fraud: This might be physical theft to a computer or any processing 

equipment beneficial for technical processing. 

«  Netspionage - It occurs when perpetrators hack into online systems or 

individual PCs to obtain confidential information for the purpose of selling it to 

other parties (criminals).

Different Types of Cyber crimes:
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Cyber Crimes in India are registered under two different acts, 

the IT Act and  the Indian Penal Code (IPC)

«   Failure to assist in decrypting the information intercepted by Govt Agency 

(Section 69 IT Act) 

«   Un-authorised access/attempt to access to protected computer system (Section 

7A IT Act) 

«   Obtaining licence or Digital Signature Certificate by misrepresentation / 

suppression of fact (Section 71 IT Act) 

«  Publishing false Digital Signature Certificate (Section 73 IT Act) 

«  Fraud Digital Signature Certificate (Section 74 IT Act) 

«   Breach of confidentiality/privacy (Section 72 IT Act)

 Surrogacy, a generic term and legal agreement between woman called surrogate 

and the intended parents who are willing to have a child. Nowadays these arrangements 

have become common and acceptable in society. When a woman who unable to conceive 

because of various medical reasons, they opt the surrogacy as a solution to their problem. 

Having a baby is like blessings and threat to life of mother. Surrogacy is a developed 

medical solution to the parents who intend to have a baby and makes necessary to 

regulate it. Gestational surrogacy is legal in India.

 There are two types of surrogacy such as traditional surrogacy and gestational 

surrogacy. The traditional surrogacy in which woman who shares a genetic link to the child 

and gestational surrogacy is a woman surrogate who carries and delivers a baby for 

another couple without having any biological connection to the child. It is a process of 

carry a fetus through pregnancy and gives birth to a baby for another couple but not 

provide the egg used in conception. This type of surrogacy is costlier and both the women 

need to go through different fertility treatments and retrievals of egg.

Surrogacy is the solution for parents who want a baby even in their inability to conceive, at 

same time it leads to exploitation of conceived woman, child and commercialized 

surrogacy banned in India. Commercial surrogacy led to increase of child trafficking easily.

 The surrogate woman often not treated well and not paid even after getting baby. 

Sometimes the surrogate woman can't recover the damage for using her body for child 

birth which leads to physical and psychological hardships.

The social notion in India raised the ethical difficulties relating to bonding of motherhood. 

Woman gets forces into such decision and sometimes her including the intended parents' 

decisions is not respected, so it caused the mental harassment. As result of few issues in 

2015 the government banned foreigners from using Indian women as surrogates but the 

domestic surrogacy was left untouched and allows altruistic surrogacy for infertile needy 

Indian couples.

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 The assisted reproduction required the law for proper regulation of surrogacy in India 

by the reproductive clinics. Law governing surrogacy assumes great importance in India 

because India has often been termed as the 'surrogacy capital of the world', due to 

increased statutory regulatory mechanism. In 2AA5 the Indian Council for Medical 

Research (ICMR) formulated guidelines for surrogacy, which did not have statutory 

status.

The Supreme Court observed the commercialization of surrogacy in Baby Manji Yamada 

V. Union of India and called upon to deal with a case revolving around surrogacy but 

steps taken by Parliament.This prompted the Law Commission to suo moto take up the 

issue of surrogacy for research. The exercise culminated in its 228th Report submitted 

in August 2AA9 where the Law Commission mooted the proposal for a revamped 

legislation to regulate the process of surrogacy in India. In December 2A18, after 

almost two years of debate, an Indian surrogacy law was passed that: Made commercial 

surrogacy illegal. Only allows altruistic surrogacy for needy, infertile Indian couples. 

Requires intended parents to be married for five years and have a doctor's certificate of 

their infertility. The Act was passed in December 2021.As per this bill it include the 

following regulations to regulate the surrogacy in India , as follows:

Ÿ  All the clinics providing the surrogacy treatment and facilities need to be 

registered under this Act and people practicing in those clinics need to qualify as 

per the law. 

Ÿ  Every facility that performs surrogacy treatments must apply for registration 

within sixty days after the competent authority's appointment. Every three 

years, registration must be renewed. 

Ÿ  Commercial surrogacy is prohibited in any form by any surrogacy clinic, 

gynecologist, embryologist, or other medical practitioner. Only altruistic 

surrogacy is permissible under the 2021 Act.

Ÿ  The intending couple i.e., the couple wanting to have the baby must be legally 

married in line with the laws of India. The age of the female should be between 

25-5A years and that of the male should be 26-55 years. Also, another important 

condition is that they shouldn't be having any other adopted or conceived child 

through surrogacy or naturally.

Ÿ  The mother providing this service that is the surrogate mother needs to be 

between the age of 35-45 years. Any woman cannot be a surrogate mother more 

than once in her entire lifetime. 
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Ÿ  The National/State Assisted Reproductive Technology and Surrogacy Board must 

provide a 'Certificate of Essentiality/Infertility' to an intended couple who has a 

medical need for surrogacy. 

Ÿ  The surrogate mother must be informed of all known negative effects and after-

effects of the operation. In addition, the surrogate mother must provide written 

informed permission in the language she understands.

Ÿ  According to this Bill, there would be a Registry being installed called the National 

Assisted Reproductive Technology that would handle the registration of the clinic 

providing the surrogacy treatment. 

 According to this Act, any couple who takes a baby through commercial 

surrogacy shall be held liable to pay a fine of up to 5A,AAA rupees as well as 

imprisonment of 5 years. Moreover, in case the same offense is committed multiple 

times, the fine shall go up to 1 lakh and the jail time to 1A years. Any individual, 

organization, or clinic found to be involved in the exploitation of surrogate mothers or 

children born via surrogacy faces a maximum penalty of ten years in jail and a fine of Rs 

1A lakhs. 

 However, surrogacy involves many ethical, legal issues need to answer from time 

to time by finding answer to question of fact in the veil of question of law and it 

impossible to found the perfect regulatory provisions in one bill. In one view it is 

commercial potential on other view it's an ability of woman to bear the child for infertile 

parents as the lime light for their life path. It should be protected for empowerment of 

society rather than impoverishing the woman by exploiting her and that should guard 

by the state. This is my little attempt to bring awareness about the medical 

development which required the socio-legal research and humanity.
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AN OVERVIEW ON CONCEPT 
OF  RIGHT TO PRIVACY IN INDIA

 Right to Privacy is where every individual has his own secrets, talks, planning which 

they do not want to shower tell and discuss with others. So right to privacy plays a 

important role in the freedom and liberty of a person and it is a fundamental right 

governed and given under Article 21 of Indian Constitution, 195A. Privacy enables people 

to manage their reputations especially how we are judged by others affect our 

opportunities, friendships, and overall well-being. Although we can't have complete 

control over our reputations we must have some ability to protect our reputations from 

being unfairly harmed Protecting reputation depends on protecting against not only 

falsehoods but also certain truths Privacy gives us the power to choose our thoughts and 

feelings and who we share them with. Privacy protects our information we do not want 

shared publicly such as health or personal finances Privacy helps protect our physical 

safety like our real time location data is private. Privacy helps protect us as individuals and 

our businesses, against entities we depend on or that are more powerful than us.

 Right to life and privacy also include right to internet as we all know that internet is 

the becoming the basic need of the our daily life our 84% of our work is being done online, 

daily money transactions, bank works, buying and selling on a platform like Amazon, flip 

kart, mantra and also uploading news, current affairs, recent judgments or any 

information related to history, politics, online classes, office meetings etc. where we can 

say that internet has made our work easier and faster and in today's life we all are in hurry 

and want our work to be done as fast as possible. Whether the Telephone tapping 

constitutes a serious invasion of an individual's right to privacy. Is it constitutionally 

permissible in India? If so, within what limits and subject to what safeguards? The 

questions posed above have been fully considered by the Supreme Court in People's Union 

for Civil Liberties v. Union of India. In this case Public Interest Litigation was filed 

protesting rampant instances of phone tapping of politician's phones by CBI the court 

ruled that 'telephone conversation is an important facet of a man's private life'. The right to 

hold a telephone conversation in the privacy of one's home or office without interference 

can certainly be claimed as “right to privacy”. So tapping of telephone is a serious invasion 

of privacy this means that telephone tapping would infract Article 21 unless it is permitted 

under the procedure established by law the procedure has to be just, fair and reasonable.
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Prisoner's Privacy Rightsthe protection of Article 21 is available even to convicts in jail. 

the convicts are not by mere reason of their conviction deprived of all their fundamental 

rights which they otherwise possess. Following the conviction of a convict is put into a 

jail he may be deprived of fundamental freedoms like the right to move freely 

throughout the territory of India. But a convict is entitled to the precious right 

guaranteed under Article 21 and he shall not be deprived of his life and personal liberty 

except by a procedure established by law.

 In R. Rajagopal v. State of T.N the apex Court held that the right to privacy is a 

'right to let alone 'means no one can publish anything concerning the above matters 

without his consent, whether truthful or otherwise critical. If he does so, he would be 

violating the right to privacy of the person concerned and would be liable in the action of 

damages.Recently in one of the most controversial case Ratan Tata went to Supreme 

Court against the publication of intercepts of his conversation with Neera Radia who 

handles the corporate communication for the group Tata holds that as Radia's phones 

were tapped by government agencies especially for investigating a possible offence the 

recorded conversations should have been used for that purpose alone Ratan Tata has 

submitted his petition before Supreme Court asking to protect his right to privacy, But 

given that freedom of information laws have at their core the purpose of disclosure, 

exemptions are strictly construed and it has been said that the public right to know 

should prevail unless disclosure would publicize intimate details of a highly personal 

nature. Where Right to privacy is an essential component of right to life and personal 

liberty under Article 21 where Right of privacy may apart from contract; also arise out of 

a particular specific relationship which may be commercial, matrimonial or even 

political. ButRight to privacy is not an absolute right it is subject to reasonable 

restrictions for prevention of crime, disorder or protection of health, morals or 

protection of rights and freedom of others. Where there is a conflict between two 

derived rights the right which advances public morality and public interest prevails.

 In this day and age this right is becoming more essential as every day passes as 

With all our lives being splattered over the media be it through social networking sites or 

the spy cameras as we need protection so that we can function in a way we want to and 

not to think of others before our actions After all, the only ones we owe an explanation 

to is ourselves and not to the entire world and whereas the individual does not want to 

share his thoughts with the world and this right will help protect his interests.

 The secular state is a state which guarantees individual and corporate freedom of 

religion deals with the individual as a citizen irrespective of his religion is not 

constitutionally connected to a particular nor does it seek either to promote or interfere 

with religion so with a closer examination it will be seen that the conception of a secular 

state involves three distinct but inter-related sets of relationships concerning the state, 

religion and the individual so secularism means that state shall have no religion of its 

own and all persons of the country shall be equally entitled to the freedom of their 

conscience and have the right freely to profess, practice and have the right to propagate 

any religion. we can say that Secularism is not atheism but has the same faith in all 

religions and there will be no particular religion of the state Also, political system will not 

be governed by religion as the Citizens of different faiths may be living in the states. 

Every citizen can live life freely according to his or her religion this is the ideology of 

secularism. In the Indian tradition, secularism can be defined in the following three 

ideologies. One, liberal ideology has endorsed the Western concept of secularism 

secondly Politics and religion should be completely different and the religion should not 

affect politics and thirdly politics should not be affected by religion.

 State should not identify itself with any particular religion wherefore it does not 

mean that a State should be antireligious or irreligious. India would be a secular State 

but according to me a secular state is neither a godless State nor an irreligious nor an 

anti-religious State. Where in the words of Dr. B. R. Ambedkar explained secularism in 

the following words as secular state does not mean that we shall not take into 

consideration of the religious sentiment of the people. All that a secular State means is 

that this Parliament shall not be competent to impose any particular religion upon rest 

of the people.

 The 42nd Constitutional (Amendment) Act of 1976 stated that 'secular' means a 

republic in which there is equal respect for all religions. Despite the clear letters of the 

law, the Hon'ble Supreme Court has interpreted it on various occasions via various 

judgments. But one thing is apparent secularism, as mentioned in the Indian 
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constitution does not mean anti-god or atheist Instead, it means the State should not 

have any religion where as in the Supreme Court of India in the case of Indira Nehru 

Gandhi v Raj Narain it was held that secularism means that State shall have no religion 

of its own and all persons of the country shall be equally entitled to the freedom of their 

conscience and have the right freely to profess, practice and propagate any religion.

Secularism has no alternative option in a multi cultural nation like India therefore, the 

Indian Constitution adopted secularism where People of different languages and 

religions live in Indian Union they needed secularism to keep them together therefore 

with the right to freedom it was necessary to accept secularism. Though there is 

attempts to bring unite in diversity in India, the minority communities suffer injustice 

oppression of minorities of course even after the formation of a secular state the spirit of 

nationalism could not be created the Awareness of social intolerance among minorities 

is a threat to national integration. There is a need for secularism to in a sense of 

nationalism among the minority group although India has adopted the concept of 

secular state in fact religion has been politicized. Religious institutions are used for 

voting politics therefore the principle of secularism is falling behind by increasing 

communalism where Communalism is anti-democratic so the concept of secularism 

needs to be rooted in the promotion of democratic values. Like in a pluralistic society like 

India politics based on religion is detrimental to national integrity Therefore, in order to 

build a strong democracy the values of secularism must be respected in the society 

while respecting religious values. Secularism has been integrated as a positive idea in 

the constitution which propagates that all religions are treated equally the secularism of 

India does not separate religion from state in its entirety in religious concerns as 

constitutional elimination of untouchability, where the opening of all Hindu temples to 

women and the lower castes were widely approved by the Indian constitution and the 

Supreme Court of India constantly.

The Indian Constitution also permits individuals in accordance with their religion to be 

subject to various personal legislation on a number of subjects such as inheritance, 

marriage, and divorce and so on like It does not build a separating wall between religion 

and the State. So this enables the state to interfere in religions without the inclination to 

control or destruction and to assist or impede them. Article 25 ensures that all persons 

get the freedom of conscience and the right to profess, practice, and propagate any 

religion of their choice. Where the Religious conversion cannot be done forcefully as it is 

a punishable offence Due to the secular features of India, no single state gets the title of 

state religion in India All religions are treated equally in the eyes of law the People are 

vested with religious freedom and can adopt or refrain from adopting any religion.

 As under the concept of secularism the state has no religion of its own secular 

states do not interfere in religious matters The most important object of secularism is to 

promote unity among the people of the nation However, we cannot ignore the fact that 

Indian secularism is a mockery of many secular and democratic principles. Presently 

where India is dealing with a variety of issues concerning secularism like the lack of the 

Uniform Civil Code as well as rights granted on a basis of the caste-based social system 

continues to create more tensions in India the Existing personal and penal laws also 

create a divide and rule policy so it makes clear that India can never play a role model for 

a secular society In order to stabilize the situation all secular laws in India must be 

enforced uniformly like the Separate personal laws and caste-based reservations must 

be done away with.

 Secularism in India can be explained by stating that it aims for the inclusion of all 

religions in India Religion is so deeply rooted in our culture that it cannot be completely 

excluded from the state while forming laws. The presence of multiple religions in India is 

another aspect due to which a complete separation between religion and the state can't 

take place The court as well as the doctrine of essential practices aim to give structure to 

the Indian understanding of Secularism by giving all religions and their religious 

considerations equal preference therefore, highlighting the positive notion through 

which Secularism has been embodied in the Indian Constitution. Whereas the 

Secularism undoubtedly helps and aspires to enable every citizen to enjoy fully the 

blessing of life, liberty and happiness but in the pursuit of this ideal those who believes 

in secularism must be inspired by a sense of ethical purpose in dealing with their fellow 

citizen.

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Before discussing about “Right to Privacy”. First, we should know, what does the word 'privacy' 

mean? According to Cambridge dictionary it means 'right to keep their personal matters and 

relationships secret'. 

The United Nations General Assembly adopted the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) on 

December 1Ath, 1948. In that we can observe under Article 12, which states “No one shall be 

subjected to arbitrary interference, with his privacy, family, home or correspondence, nor attack upon 

his honour and reputation. Everyone has the right to the protection of the law against such 

interference or attacks”. India being a member State of the UDHR took a very long time to recognize 

the Right to Privacy as a fundamental Right. The Constitution of India doesn't expressly grant “Right 

to Privacy”. However, the Supreme Court of India because of its judicial activism widened the scope of 

Article 21 and held in 'Justice K.S.Puttaswamy v. Union of India AIR 2017 SC 4161', also known as 

'Aadhar Case' in the year 2017 that 'Right to Privacy' is protected as an intrinsic part of the 'Right to 

Life and Personal Liberty' under Article 21 guaranteed by Part III of the constitution. Now let's look 

into some important past cases which led to this landmark decision.

In M.P.Sharma v. Satish Chandra, AIR SC 3AA, the case was related to search and seizure of 

documents of some of the Dalmia group companies based on a FIR filed alleging malpractice. So a 

warrant was issued to investigate. A writ petition was filed by the aggrieved party to the Supreme 

Court and they claimed that it violated their fundamental right of Right to Privacy under Article 

19(1)(f) and Art 2A(3). The eight Judges bench of the Supreme Court held that the security of the 

State was provided overriding powers of search and seizure and that there is no such concept of Right 

to privacy in the Indian Constitution.

 In Kharak Singh v. State of Uttar Pradesh AIR 1963 SC 1295, the petitioner was charged in the 

case of dacoity, but due to lack of evidences against him, he was released. However the Uttar Pradesh 

under the Uttar Pradesh Police Regulation, brought him under surveillance i.e., observing everyone 

who speaks to him as a suspect, doing domiciliary visits during mid-night 2 o'clock and tracking his 

every moments, incomes etc. So, the petitioner contended the 1) validity of the surveillance and 2) 

The Uttar Pradesh Police Regulation, as it violates Right to Privacy under Article 19(1)(d) and 21 of 

the Constitution. The five Judges bench of the Supreme Court held that the Right to Privacy is not 

protected by the Constitution although by invalidating domiciliary visits at night on the ground of 

violation of liberty. However, one out of the five judges bench i.e.,, Justice Subba Rao gave a 

dissenting view which is important because his minority view became the majority view in the 

subsequent landmark judgment. He observed that 'Anybody can enjoy freedom of movement 

anywhere for personal purposes. If the movement is been tracked then free is it?” 

 Finally in Justice K.S.Puttaswamy v. Union of India Union of India AIR 2017 SC 4161 also 

known as Aadhar case, the Aadhar Card Scheme of the Government of India, under which the 

Government of India was collecting and compiling both the demographic and biometric data of 

the residents of the County for various purposes was challenged on many grounds including 

Right to Privacy. 

How Right to Privacy become a Fundamental Right
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The Advocate General of India contented that 'Right to Privacy is not a Fundamental Right'. 

However, the nine Judges bench of the Supreme Court unanimously overruled the M.P.Sharma 

v. Satish Chandra and Kharak Singh v. State of Uttar Pradesh and held that Right to Privacy is 

protected as an intrinsic part of the right to life and personal liberty under Article 21 and as part 

of the freedoms guaranteed by Part III i.e., Art 14, 19 and 21 of the Constitution and there is 

no need to bring in any new statutory provision.

So, this is how the Right to Privacy evolved from not being recognized at all to it becoming a 

fundamental right. It is important that it is fundament right because the citizens can enforce 

this right against the Government for its infringement in the Court of Law. Privacy is 

concomitant of right to individual to exercise control over his or her personality. These are 

rights which are inseparable from dignified human existence. However, it should be noted that 

it is not an absolute right; it is subjected to procedure established by law.

LEGAL PROFESSION: A NOBLE PROFESSION –AN OVERVIEW

Legal Profession:

Legal profession is the profession of practicing of law. It is the very oldest profession. This 

profession has always been regarded as a very noble profession and it is a profession of 

great honor. It is a service oriented profession. It is a fact that there is no such profession 

as this profession which touches various aspects of human life. In the administration of 

justice the legal profession is a partner with judiciary.

 A person who is practicing the law is called an Advocate. An Advocate has to practice the 

profession in the spirit and veracity of honesty and not in the spirit of money earning. An 

Advocate is considered as a social engineer who brings about the social change and 

development in the society.

This is the only profession where the true practitioners are glorified with the title “Learned” 

which indicates possession of skills not only in law but also in the other areas and also 

indicates broad knowledge in all the fields.

The Indian legal profession is one of the largest and  greatest  in the world. In India                          

Mahathma Gandhiji, Dr. B.R.Ambedkar, Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel etc., who contributed 

much to the independence of our Nation are learned persons in law and were the main 

cause for the attainment of  independence and progress of country.

The Object of Legal Profession:-

The under laying essence of legal profession is to serve the society and protect the citizens 

from social evils. The main object of legal profession is to uphold Indian Constitution and 

to save the moral sanctity that regulates the Indian society. The duty of an Advocate is to 

protect and uphold the law. Therefore the legal profession is regarded as a noble 

profession.

Justice Iyer's view on Legal Profession:-

Justice Iyer calls the legal profession “the most brilliant and attractive of all professions 

with responsibilities both inside and outside it”. Justice Iyer says “an advocate has to deal 

with greatest possible variety of human relations and has his mettle constantly tried from 

every direction. For the same reason an advocate earns great social distinction, which 

ought not to misuse at any cost”.

Supreme Court on Practicing of Law:-

The legal profession always was considered a noble profession. This was recognized in 

many supreme court judgments such as Indian Council of Legal Aid and Advice v. Bar 

Council of India (1995 1 SCC 732) where the Supreme Court clearly said that the duties of 

lawyer is to assist the court in the administration of justice, the practice of law has a public 

utility flavor and therefore, he must strictly and scrupulously abide by the Code of Conduct 

behaving the noble profession.  The noble profession is nothing  without its ideals and 

ethics. The client- advocate relationship is fiduciary in nature and hence the lawyers have 

the duty of care.

Legal profession is regulated by Advocates Act,  1961:- 

The Advocates Act, 1961 amended and consolidated the law relating legal practitioners 

and provided for the constitution of the State Bar Councils and         All-India Bar – the Bar 

Council of India as its apex body. Some main functions of the Bar Council of India are as 

follows:-

1) To lay down standards of professional conduct and etiquette for advocates.

2) To promote and support law reform.

3) To promote legal education and lay down standards of such education in 

consultation with the Universities in India imparting such education and the State Bar 

Councils.

4) To lay down the procedure to be followed by its disciplinary committee and the 

disciplinary committee of each State Bar Councils.

5) To organize legal aid to the poor in prescribed manner.

6) To recognize on a reciprocal basis foreign qualifications in law obtained outside 

India for the purpose of admission as an advocate in India.

 An advocate shall all times comfort himself in a manner befitting his status as an 

officer of court, a privileged member of community and a gentleman. An advocate shall 

fearlessly uphold the interests of his clients. Thus the legal profession is regarded as a 

noble profession.
